Finally, imagine choosing from accommodations as diverse as 

a bed and breakfast in a quiet town off the beaten path or a resort 

spa with world-class golf and fine dining or the hustle and bustle of 

a large city with a wide choice of cultural and recreational events 

for your entertainment.
